three decades.

Carver + Schicketanz has 10 Enlph)}'n&tes and

is based in Carmel, Calitornia, and while the

company has done work all over the country,

the bulk of their projects are on the West Coast,
“Right now, we mostly do residential work,”

Schicketanz says. “Often, the commercial work

we ve done has been for clients whose homes we

designed in the past.” The company’s high-end,

custom projects range trom $500.000 remodels

to $35 million residences.

Robert Carver founded the compa ny in 1979
atter studying architecture at the University of
California—Berkelev, and Schicketanz, a native
ol Austria, joined the firm in 1987 atter going
to school and working as an architect in Europe.
Both principals came to the company with
L“K]“J'{-"l“ff'l'tfff? in historic ]'J]‘E:F-iﬁ“t“l.'ali{'_!]ﬂ, S0 restora-
tion projects, including work on the Point Sur
Ligleh{;}usc, are im]'_h:';rrt;mL to them and also
p]‘m'i('lc inspiration for new residential projects.
